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BENIDORM TODAY 

Benidorm- meaning laughter and merriment- has a fantastic 
variety of entertainment which comes in every form imagina-
ble, whether you want top class international cabaret acts or bar 
room karaoke, you’ll find it here.  Alongside the hundreds of 
hotels which dominate the town centre there are thousands of 
bars, cafes, restaurants, souvenir shops-you name it! 

Benidorm’s major attractions are its spectacular beaches. The 
two huge sweeping crescents stretch for over three miles and are 
known as Levante and Poniente - Spanish for sunrise and sunset. 
They are kept meticulously clean and are all given a blue flag, 
the best quality standard recognized by the European Union. All 
sorts of water sports can be organized from the beaches from 
swimming and diving off the manmade rafts to jet skiing, banana 
boat rides, parasailing and scuba diving. 

On the outskirts of town tourists can visit the water parks or 
Terra Mitica, Spain’s largest theme park with a terrifying roller 
coaster. There are also loads of options for those wishing to es-
cape Benidorm for a day; beautiful mountainous countryside 
surrounds the resort and jeep safaris and cycle trips around this 
rugged interior are becoming increasingly popular. Other good 
days out include a coach trip to the ancient mountain fortress at 
Guadalest, built by the Moors in 715, and the town of Altea with 
its delightful medieval cobbled streets and beautiful Mediterra-
nean views, eight miles north of Benidorm.  The main attraction 
here is fun, sun and finding new thrills.  

BENIDORM ATTRACTIONS 

Terra Mitica- Spain’s largest theme park and, with its rides, shows, 
restaurants and shops, can be a great day out for all the family. 
Rides like the Tizona, an inverted roller coaster that reaches speeds 
of 62mph and heights of more than 100ft with visitors suspended 
beneath the track, and attractions like Warrior of the Dawn provide 
exhilarating entertainment for all ages. 

Vergel Safari Park - Lying northwards just beyond Ondara  is the 
famous and great fun Vergel Safari Park. There are lions, tigers, 
leopards and wolves roaming free in the park, which you drive 
through in your car which allows the lions and tigers to come right 
up to you!! There is a ‘safer’ area with domestic animals, pigs, 
ponies, and even seals and dolphins who put on a very entertaining 
show. There are go-carts, mini trains and children’s play areas - a 
really great family day out. 

Benidorm Island - Take a yellow, sub aquatic catamaran trip to 
Beni-dorm Island, 2 kilometers out to sea with an underwater deck 
where you can see marine life once you’ve arrived. The island is a 
conservation haven for a variety of birds, peacocks and hens.

TOURISM IN BENIDORM 

Thanks to its excellent beaches, as well as the wide range of 
accommodation, restaurants and recreational activities offered, 
Benidorm is one of the most important tourist destinations in 
the Mediterranean Coast. Tourism is the main economic activity 
in most towns in the province of Alicante. It is a municipality 
that every year millions of Europeans flock to for it´s beautiful 
weather and also for it´s gorgeous beaches, the services offered 
to tourists, and it´s breathtaking natural environment.  

Benidorm also has many nearby localities that are just as en-
chanting such as Calpe, Santa Pola, Villajoyolla, El Campello 
and of course the famous Altea, one of the most attractive fisher-
man towns in all of Spain’s coastline. In all of these towns you´ll 
find apartments, chalets, villas, as well as hotels and hostels to 
stay in while on holiday.  The area’s economy has made a transi-
tion from an economic structure that relied upon agriculture and 
fishing to a structure based on the construction of apartments, 
hotels, and other types of dwellings to accommodate tourists and 
second homes for new residents.   

Benidorm is particularly popular with Flemish, British and 
Dutch tourists.  Its initial growth in popularity can be attributed 
to the package holiday explosion, and continues thanks to the 
year round night-life based around the central concentration of 
bars and clubs. The large number of free cabaret acts that start 
around nine in the evening and continue into the early hours set 
Benidorm apart from other similar resorts. 

Until the tourist industry began in the 1960s, Benidorm was a 
small village. Today tourism has exploded and turned the city in 
one of the most desired spots at the Mediterranean.  It stands out 
for its hotel industry, beaches and skyscrapers, which were built 
as a result of its tourist-oriented economy.

The Gran Hotel Bali, a 4-star hotel located in this city since 
2002, is a 186 meters tall building  which stood as the tallest 
skyscraper in Spain for five years, until it was surpassed by the 
CTBA towers in Madrid.  Benidorm has always been popular 
with working class British tourists however, in recent years at-
tempts have been made to attract a more upmarket clientele.
